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COMMUNICATIVE AND DIALOGICAL COMPETENCE OF FOREIGN MEDICAL STUDENTS

The specifics of the medical profession involve various forms of communication, and
therefore require a well-developed communicative competence as an important
component of effective professional activity. In this regard, one of the main tasks of
teaching foreign medical students the Ukrainian language is to develop their
communication skills, in particular in the context of dialogues.

It is the level of a doctor's language competence that determines his/her ability to
talk to a patient during a dialogue and thus obtain as much information as possible from
him/her to determine the causes of the disease, prescribe and implement treatment,
etc. In this regard, the acquisition of professional dialog skills by foreign medical students
is a prerequisite for their effective professional activity.

Most researchers believe that modeling communicative situations close to real-life
communication is the most effective method of developing dialogic speaking skills. With
foreign students of medical specialties, modeling a doctor-patient situation will be
effective, as it involves building a dialog and asking the patient questions. This task
develops the skills of conducting a professional dialogue between a doctor and patients
to establish the patient's passport data, clarify complaints, obtain information about the
patient's life history, and provide prescriptions and treatment advice. Modeling such
situations also develops students' skills of attentive listening and continuing a
conversation, stimulates their mental activity and ability to improvise, forms the ability
to quickly adapt to new communication conditions, improves the ability to correctly
construct questions and answers, and clarify information.

Composing and acting out doctor-patient dialogues is aimed at memorizing
professionally oriented vocabulary and medical terminology, as well as learning various
grammatical structures. This kind of dialog production allows students to effectively
master professional vocabulary and terminology and actively use them in appropriate
situations.

Given that the construction of dialogue is carried out through situational speech,
“teaching foreign students situational dialogic speech during classroom classes develops
communicative and speech skills in conducting various types of dialogues: questioning,
conversations, discussions” [2, p. 231]. By practicing different types of dialogues,
students learn to express their opinions on certain life situations and optimize
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
