The culture of Postmodernism uses the latest
technologies that are more focused on temporary and figurative senses than the
depth and spiritual value. Dehumanization of society leads to the dehumanization
of culture and tastes, values and ideals which are offered by a postmodern, raise
anti-culture. As a result we have uncontrollable teenagers who professe ideal of the
power, the poverty of the aesthetic needs of the population, reduced attention to the
education of children and youth. To overcome the current crisis of spirituality and
morality of the sociaty is laid on integral institution that unites efforts of
educational and cultural institutions of leaisure activities.

In addition, modern society encourages a person to the necessity of continuous
professional development, able to adapt to the new socio-economic life conditions,
and this requires new approaches to the organization of leisure. Although a leisure
Is treated as a an activity spent at leisure time, which is not connected with the
main work and guided by personal interest, people have to use theire spare area
for constant self-improvement and in a professional aspect, in particular in order to
be competitive in the job market.

Despite the considerable amount of research devoted to the definition of
nature and importance of leisure activities as well as the role of entertainment in
the development of personality, leisure opportunities are not used to the fullest.
Appealling to education and educational potential of leisure and incorporating of
these aspects in the practice of leisure activities can be one of the possible
solutions to the problem of spirituality and self-identity of the modern world .

The purpose of the article is to reveal features of leisure activities focused on
the formation of educational competence and education of the individual.

Analysis of recent research. The relevance of this problem demonstrates the
growing interest of scientists from different branches of science to study it. The
scientists have been studying a rather wide spectrum of issues, including : the
nature , structure and function of leisure activities (I. Boychev , V.Bochelyuk , A.
Molchan , J. Smith, J. Streltsov , B. Titov , G. Usachev , N. Yariomenko etc. .)
psychological and pedagogical aspects of leisure and its role in the development
and self-identity ( Ariarskyy M. , A. Gritsenko , I. Zyazyun , M. Kaplan, B.
Kirsanov , I. Novikova , L. Markov , et al .) organization of leisure activities (
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Aknayev E. , S. Ashmakov , G. Yevtyeyeva , A.Kapska , V. Koroteyeva , S.
Litvinenko , G. Majboroda , V. Shpak, AP Shcherban et al. ).

Much attention to leisure activity is paid by sociology. In recent years the
development of the theory of cultural and leisure activities in Ukraine has been
linked to conducting series of sociological studies of a new socio-cultural reality
and studying the problems of its modernization ( O.M.Semashko , EI Suyimenko,
V.P.Podkopayev , NM Tsymbaliuk ) [3 , p.75 ]. The researched pay particular
attention to modern technology and innovative organizational and methodological
forms of work cultural institutions (N. Babenko ,Y. Klyuchko, V. Kovtun,
N.Samoylenko , O.Semashko , V. Podkovayev , N. Tsymbalyuk ).

Despite the significant amount of research devoted to the problems of
organisation of leisure activities of different groups among population, the level of
meaningful leisure time in order to realize its most important features can not be
considered satisfactory.

The main part. In the scientific literature there are several approaches to
defining leisure. Quantitative approach defines leisure as a part of spare time;
active - as a separate type of human activity, integrate - stresses that leisure
becomes possible in any human activity. However, they all agree on the fact that
the most important thing that leisure includes is a personal interest and positive
emotional coloures.

Recreational activities also has several interpretations of the scientific
community. Recreational activities are considered in a broad sense as the
identification of social relations , the form of the development of the society , in a
narrow sence as a way of human life , a way of self —confirmation and people”s
comunication (A. Dyba , A. Zharkov ), as a process of active absorption of social
and industrial relations by an individual depending on the interests and needs of his
political, cultural and moral development (A. Zharkov , V. Chyzhykov ) as a
subsystem of the spiritual and cultural life of society that combines social
Institutions that provide distribution and assimilation of cultural values in order to
develop creative personality ( O. Zolotareva , M. Maksyutin , O. Palseva ).

It is alften said in the sociology of leisure that society is a society of leisure, in
which much of the time space is not filled with grueling work or study , and leisure
activities, regardless of its undetermined nature requires its conscious and goal-
oriented organization by social institutions.

Pedagogics distinguishes the organization of recreational activities in a single
direction - pedagogy of leisure ( A.Volovyk ). Pedagogy of leisure explores ways
and methods of education and the education of the individual in the leisure sector,
reveals the content of this activity, identifies areas of social institutions focused on
leisure activities . Pedagogically reasonably organized leisure activities contribute
to the fact that a person has the ability not only realize his personal needs in his
spare time, but also to develop various aspects of his personality, such as
intellectual, emotional, aesthetic, physical, spiritual and creative.

Pedagogy of leisure directs a person to the rational organization of their free
time on the practicability and purposefull conntent of its fullness but not aimless "
killing" time, and as a result of his inactivity — searching for deviant forms of
spending free time.



The contemporary system of education is characterized as mass and non-
institutional, which is in a single line with continuing education,and this indicates
its inextricable connection with the scope of free time and leisure. Education and
leisure sector forever intertwine, converge, education is no longer the prerogative
of educational institutions. At the same time , education is treated as a means to
contribute to the implementation of various social roles (a woman,a man, a soldier,
a teacher, etc.) as a source of continuous improvement of people, their harmonious
development as a support , allowing you to "stay afloat” in extreme situations (
S.Arhypova ), not only as a medium and form a getting a profession. Thus, we can
determine that leisure sector may implement all proposed objectives of education
as well.

The educational nature of leisure lays in reasonable necessity of the
personality to expand his knowledge and gain new abilities and skills for
successfull, to enhance cultural life in general. Leisure becomes a part of
continuing education as self-education in a leisure activity is an essential condition
for the success and effectiveness of any form of entertainment. Among the
recreational establishments that satisfy accomplishment of educational function
most of all there are museums, libraries, intellectual clubs, interactive theaters and
more. However, in any recreational activity that promotes the development of
personalityt he educational function is realized as well.

The content of educational work in the process of entertainment is determined
by personal priorities in the choice of forms of entertainment. Various forms of
entertainment (games, physical education and sports, excursions and walks,
activity in clubs, creative activity, application activity , holidays etc. ) have a
latent educational character, as they indirectly shape spirituality, morality, ethical
qualities of personality, developing the systems of values. This focus of
educational work is very effective because it does not contain teachings, guidance
but fosters by an example and the active work of the individual.

Organization of leisure is aimed at work of teachers, social animators and the
personality as well as educational and sociocultural institutions ( schools,
museums, leisure centers, clubs, circles, theaters, cinemas, recreational and sports
establishments etc.), which provides leadership, planning and semantic,
methodological , informational, personnel, facilities for outdoor activities.

The experience of a folk pedagogy may become useful to contemporary
organizers of recreational spheres. All folk pedagogy is based on the use of
educational entertainment and educational potential . In particular, educational
family traditions that brought up diligence , kindness , honesty , humility, respect
for parents and elders , hospitality, mutual aid , sociability , love of Matherland
since the very childhood were based on a family’s spare area , that is on leisure.

Child’s upbrining began with a lullaby , which showerd love for the child and
at the same time taught a child not to be naughty. Allegorical image of Kota
Vorkota that was white -gray - hairy in the song , was a warning against
playfulness and a call to action , "Go , go into the house , the child wave , a song
to purr , to cut firewood , to heat a stove , to sweep the house and the porch ... ".

Later the child’s involvement into the work was held in the games,amusing
plays, tongue twisters , riddles , rhymes , " Magpie Crow ", "Kui Kui Sapozhok "
and others.



Ukrainian educational ideal has always been the main landmark in
recognizing the goals and objectives of related educational tradition, which is
nothing more than the image of "... an idealt man , to whom the teacher must be
oriented, educating the younger generation" by H.Vaschenko’s definition [op. at 2 ,
p.26 ]. Parsonal oriented paradigm of modern education, which is declared very
activly today basically uses an approach of folk pedagogy to the child’s
parsonality as special and unique, with its own self-revealiing and self-cognitio of
aptitudes and abilities.

According to the principle of functional semantic types related educational
traditions can be divided into the following : those that pass from generation to
generation , languistic , home , working , art, social , healthy [ibid , p.27 ].

The tradition of the family cult, genealogy, relationship , preservation of
family relics, love and respect for parents, caring for parents, family solidarity ,
support of etiquette relationships between family members act so as to pass from
generation to generation. But they do not exist separately from the joint family
entertainment when the family gets together in their spare time and spends leisure
time.

Family educational traditions serve as the general principles and requirements
of conduct governing the behavior of the individual in society , forming a
stereotape of a pattern and skills of role behavior.

Family holidays are the school master experience of older generations that
extend the boundaries of knowledge , form a kind of respect and
connection between generations.

Wedding customs and rituals were directed to raise chivalrous attitude
towards girls, responsibility, loyalty, respect, a sense of duty, the ethics of family
relationships.

Ritual holidays ( New Year's celebration , St. Nicholas, St. Andrew |,
Christmas , Easter , etc.) are always accompanied by traditional dramatization,
feast, wine and dine.In such a way it wasformed social behavior
skills, were developed communication skills (verbal and nonverbal ), were formed
social norms and values.

Great value in folk pedagogy had family and artistic traditions
that united musical, visual, decorative and applied and folklore. They contributed
to the aesthetic development of the individual, have been developing tastes, have
beenforming aesthetic experience,was opened up folk Code of Ethics and
Aesthetics, accumulated over many generations. Musical traditions, which in
Ukraine is rather stable, have been forming the beauty of the spiritual world, have
beenenriching experience emotional feelings of previous generations, have been
attracting personality to the beautiful with the help of sound and art word.

Didactic value of such folk pedagogy as riddles, stories, puzzle - charades,
folk games, puzzle - jokes, legends, tales, thoughts can not be overestimated. They
contain age-old wisdom of the Ukrainian people, experience of thousand
generations. They not only draw attention to the assimilation patterns of behavior ,
but also leads to the search for new information, for a deeper understanding of
natural phenomena and social development.



So popular pastime tradition is a universal means of education and
upbringing of the individual,formation of his inner world; is a method of
harmonizing the individual with the world of socialization , formation of a
coherent "self-concept”. In addition to this they mostly based on role-playing
games, psychodramatic action that helps to actualize inner experience , enhances
emotional perception of the world.

However, research of areas related to recreational traditions of students
conducted among students of social workfaculty in Chernihiv National
Technological University , led to the following conclusions :among 175
respondents 83% are aware of family traditions, but most of it - the celebration of
Easter, Christmas and New Year ( 73.5 %) among the favorite family
celebrations mostly people call New Year and Birthdays ( 77.3 % of respondents);
entertainment family holds 73.4 % of the respondents , 17% - sometimes, 9.6% -
no ; with Ukrainian folk traditions aware 82 % of respondents , and among the
inhabitants of the city - 92 %, village - 47% , family heirlooms has 82 % of
respondents, although call this relics can only 52 %. These data indicate interest in
traditional Ukrainian entertainment, but most do not possess full information about
the contents of these traditions, and the range is limited with knowledge of 2 or 3
traditional festivals.

Contemporary socio-cultural environment offers us a leisure industry that
focuses primarily on entertainment and leisure less - on education
and upbringing development . Passive- contemplative consumption of cultural
activities has only the function of entertainment, but does not satisfy needs of self-
development. The degree of social and cultural potential of the individual in most
cases is partial. Behavior of the individual in his free time has a
searching character, personality trying to learn their capabilities, disclose their
potential. Therefore , it is advisable organized recreational time is an important
component of a successful life personality. This refers to the material and spatial
availability of recreational facilities, meeting the needs and interests richness
offered measures qualitative providing recreational services, individual approach
and so on.

Cultural and recreational activities of ukrainian people during last years has
suffered significant progress both in positive and in negative direction. Beside with
the development of the structure of leisure centers aimed at improving physical
education and population ( fintes centers, dance clubs , travel clubs) , noteworthy
development is not always efficiently commercialized entertainment leisure
industry, but also the emergence of gaming dominance of low-grade facilities and
entertainment shows.

The most modern form of modern entertainment, especially youth and
adolescents is an interactive, virtual art. Communication in Social Networks,
watching video clips, visiting various online forums replace often any leisure
activities and direct communication . Often young people immersed in virtual
work, replacing it with a real, substantive . In general , this situation has a negative
impact on physical and mental health.

So today it is very important in social development to appeal to organize and
content of entertainment, which is a promising area of prevention technologies



among social work. Priority species are social and educational work that develop
the creativity of the individual, promote creative self-fullfilment.

Leading positions in leisure hasa social animation. Appeal to social
animation as a preventive agent containing valuestool is precisely the form of
social and educational work that will overcome the process of alienation of the
individual in society. Research workers interpret social animations from different
perspectives: as a new trend in social work, which is defined as its method and
technology ( L.Tyuptya ); as a pedagogical system that organizes itself and in
furtherance of the spiritual needs of the individual in the process of social and
cultural development (L. Tarasov ); as a combination of the process of education
and social work process, aimed at a comprehensive solution to various problems
and promote the development of domestic resources, self-identity and the group (
L.Saykina );holistic process that involves the growth of self-consciousness and
social work, initiate creative needs by activation of internal resources self-identity (
A.Andryeyeva ); as a special kind of social and cultural activities of community
groups and individuals, based on modern technologies (social, educational,
psychological, cultural , etc.) that provide overcoming social and cultural exclusion
(explanatory dictionary of educational terms).

Thus, social animation is an active individual educational tool for mobilizing
domestic resources aimed to self-development, self -improvement.

Social animation in leisure is an active process of a person selecting in their
leisure preferences is such an activity that promotes social personality traits,
inspiring him to social work. Social animation raises recreational activities at the
highest level , level of exteorisation, where recreational activities are carried out
not only for yourself, but for others, assumes the character of socially useful
activities and meaningful to the individual as a means of self-
realization. Suchactivity is a conscious activity of the active personality and its
social dimension indicates a proactive stance and desire to help others. It
Is also worth to note that its altruistic orientation as a social animation involves
voluntary activity, motivated personal needs to do goods and benefits.

There are main objectives of social animation activities:

- Coping personal tendencies toward social disintegration ;

- Preventative measures of social deviations (forms of deviant behavior,
alcoholism , drug addiction, gambling , etc. ..) ;

- Rehabilitation of crisis states of the individual;

- Assistance in creative self-fulfillment [1, p.33 ].

In addition to this social animation can efficiently improve the socio-
pedagogical potential of educational and cultural institutions; promote upgrading
of the adaptive capacity of social actors in the variables of socio -economic
conditions;activate citizenship identity in building a sustainable society.

Thus social animation helps to overcome social and cultural expropriation by
eliminating of social disintegration and creative self-fulfillment , the development
of social activity and self-organization.

Entertainment theater performance is one of the trends of modern art.
Performance ( performance ) (translated from English achievment, show, act) - a
form of modern art ,where the work of art is determined by the actions of the artist



or group at a particular place and at a specified time. Performance can
be identified to any situation that has four basic elements : time, space , the body of
the artist and the viewer . [4]

Playback theatre - a new direction of theater and leisure activities. This
theatrical work based on improvisation , the content of which may be any
story which was told by the thater goer. It exists independently of psychodrama
theater , often it is called as psychological theater improvisation [5]. It creates a
unigue cooperation between the thater goer and the artist, including the viewer in
empathy and co-creation. The theater goer from passive consumers turn into
an active collaborator . In this way the creative potential of the individual is
realized, and also there is possibility to understand and analyze the situation from *
inside" as well as from "outside™ . It helps to find new resources to deal with the
critical situation or to get new experience, realize hidden wishes, revive feelings
and etc.

The effectiveness of educational and pedagogic potential of leisure is that in
his spare time a man realizes personal needs and attend a favorite activity
that brings satisfaction, so have a bright positive staining , stable motivation for
such activities. So everything that is a result of such activities has
fixed character, form strong bonds in the structure of personality.

In general we can separate the following approaches to leisure activities that
contribute formation of intellectual competence and education of the individual:

1.  activation of the importance of family traditions in recreational leisure
activities;

2. using social oriented forms in leisure activites which activate
the living position of the individual;

3. activation of social and cultural life by semantic updating based on the
best examples of the past;

4. modern technologies using of leisure activities (social animation , art
therapy, art " performance " , interactive technologies etc.);

5. pedagogically organized leisure activities ams a personality to self-
development and self-improvement ;

6.  any recreational activity is pedagogically appropriate if it meets
personal interests and satisfy a need for self-actualization of personality.

Leisure activities is an integral part of the educational and training process
that ensures the development of intellectual and mental functions, self-knowledge
and self- identity. During leisure activities individual change himrself and
understanding about the world around him through active transformation.
That means that it happens change of attitude and attitude to the environment,
which is dictated by personality change generally. Often exactly in leasure
activities an individual discovers the meaning of the world, sees himself as a whole
person ,who may be changed in the direction of improvement and development.

Resume. Pithiness of leisure activities is a some cultural indicator of modern
society that defines the spiritual and aesthetic development of the community. A
unique feature of today is insufficient demand in society educative potential of
leisure acrivities and consequently insufficient attention to leisure activities in
education and upbringing.



Under the present conditions ukrainian society needs revival of educational
leisure family traditions, educational potential usage of traditional pedagogy, focus
on living and national values, increased efforts educational and recreational
institutions, balanced approach to innovation in the leisure and entertainment
industry modernization in the development of healthy leisure technologies and
development of new concepts of self-identity in leisure activities.

Using the principles during organization of leisure synergies, taking into
account individual interests and needs of the individual, active involvement in
socio- cultural activities will ensure the implementation of educational potential of
leisure activities.
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
