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MODEL ANALYSIS OF DEVELOPING
MEDIA AND INFORMATION LITERACY THROUGH MEDIATION
OF TEXTS FROM SOCIAL MEDIA POSTS
IN ENGLISH CLASSROOM

Introduction. In the digital age, social media has become a central arena for
information exchange and opinion formation. This raises the need to develop media and
information literacy (MIL) among learners, which can be effectively achieved through
mediation of texts from social media. Mediation is understood as a pedagogical process of
guided interaction with texts, enabling critical analysis, reflection, and reinterpretation
(Martens & Hobbs, 2015). In the context of the English classroom, this practice integrates
language learning with critical literacy skills.

Theoretical Framework. Media and information literacy is defined as a convergence
of media literacy and information literacy, encompassing the ability to access, analyze,
evaluate, and create media in a responsible way (Pokulyta & Sotska, 2022). The Message
Interpretation Process (MIP) model highlights the dual role of affective and logical
responses to media (Martens & Hobbs, 2015). Social cognitive theory and experiential
learning approaches emphasize the importance of active, practice-oriented methods in
strengthening learners” MIL skills (Current Psychology, 2024). In English language teaching,
this allows the development of communicative competence through authentic, meaningful
tasks.

The model of developing MIL through mediation of social media posts in English
classrooms involves the following stages (see Table 1):

Deconstruction identifying underlying assumptions, persuasive
techniques, and bias (Ali & Qazi, 2021).

Evaluation fact-checking,  cross-referencing, and assessing
credibility (Current Psychology, 2024).

Reflection analyzing the effect on audiences and values implied,
with emphasis on discussion in English (Izrael et al.,
2020).

Reconstruction producing alternative or counter-texts in English with

improved framing and evidence
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Pedagogical Strategies. Active and experiential approaches include debates, role
plays, fact-checking exercises, and creation of counter-posts. In English classrooms, these
strategies also build vocabulary, grammar awareness, and discourse skills (Ali & Qazi,
2021). Learners should work with multimodal texts combining text, visuals, and emotional
appeals. Facilitators play the role of guides, asking probing questions and scaffolding
learners” analysis (Pokulyta & Sotska, 2022).

The expected outcomes include improved ability to distinguish facts from opinions,
greater awareness of manipulation, enhanced capacity for evaluative judgment, and
development of digital citizenship (Izrael et al., 2020). In English classrooms, mediation
additionally supports language acquisition, fluency, and intercultural competence.
Challenges include variability in learners” background knowledge, information overload,
and the need for teachers’ professional development in MIL (Current Psychology, 2024).

Conclusion. Mediation of texts from social media in English classrooms provides a
powerful model for developing media and information literacy. It requires integration into
curricula, teacher training, and consistent application in diverse contexts to build resilient,
critically literate citizens (Pokulyta & Sotska, 2022).
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DEVELOPING STUDENTS’ MEDIA LITERACY THROUGH
AUTHENTIC MATERIALS
IN FOREIGN LANGUAGE CLASSES

The relevance of this topic is determined by contemporary educational requirements,
which involve the development not only of language skills but also of media and cognitive
competencies in students. In a world where an enormous amount of information is
delivered through news, social media, videos, blogs, and podcasts, the ability to critically
evaluate information has become an essential skill. In foreign language teaching, the
development of media literacy allows for the combination of language skills with the ability
to analyze, evaluate, and interpret information, promoting the formation of critical thinking
and a socially active stance. The use of authentic materials is an effective tool to achieve
these goals, as they allow students to work with real language samples and cultural contexts
[2].

The issue of developing media literacy through authentic materials has been actively
studied by educators and linguists. Research shows that working with real texts and
multimedia resources enables students to practice the language in genuine communicative
situations, develop the ability to critically evaluate information, recognize biases and
manipulations, and understand the cultural specifics of language communities [1].
Authentic materials include news articles, journalistic texts, advertisements, videos, and
podcasts created for native speakers, which ensures the integration of linguistic and
analytical tasks into the learning process. The use of such resources increases student
motivation and develops cognitive skills necessary for academic, professional, and social
activities.

The methodology for developing media literacy involves combining language
practice with analytical work. Working with texts and videos stimulates the development
of language skills, helps identify main ideas, analyze key facts, assess the reliability of
sources, and notice authors’ subjective judgments. Organizing discussions, debates, and
classroom conversations encourages active language use and fosters the ability to express
opinions with arguments. Project-based tasks, such as creating reviews, blogs, or media
projects, combine the development of language competencies with analytical skills,
allowing students not only to reproduce information but also to create their own products
that demonstrate critical analysis.

Adapting authentic materials to students’ language proficiency levels and age
characteristics is a key factor in their effectiveness. For beginners, it is advisable to use
shortened texts and videos with subtitles, while for advanced learners, original materials
without adaptation are suitable. It is important to consider the cultural context of the media,
which contributes to the development of intercultural competence and the formation of a
global perspective in students. Integrating language and interdisciplinary tasks enhances
overall preparedness and develops complex 21st-century competencies [2].
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The practical significance of authentic materials is confirmed by research: students
working with real media resources demonstrate increased motivation, active use of
language skills, higher levels of critical thinking, and the ability to evaluate the reliability of
information [1]. This contributes to the development of analytical and communicative
competencies, preparing students for effective information use in professional and social
activities.

In conclusion, developing media literacy through authentic materials in foreign
language teaching is a relevant area of pedagogy. Using such materials allows the
combination of language competency development with critical thinking, preparing
students for conscious and effective information use. The systematic application of
authentic materials creates conditions for forming key 21st-century competencies and
comprehensive development of linguistic, cognitive, and sociocultural skills.

When preparing for seminars, tests
and exams, students have to study a huge amount of literature, analyze various printed and
electronic sources, and mass media containing useful and relevant information.

Parents play a vital role in this scenario as well. They have to monitor and control their
children’s viewing habits. Family is a key model that sets up the borders and should actively
participate in the development of critical thinking, soft skills, data analyzing skills etc.

The influence of media on young people is controversial. It can be a powerful resource
for development, education, and self-expression, but it also carries risks of misinformation,
addiction, and social pressure. Therefore, it is crucial to integrate media education into the
school environment and foster a conscious and responsible attitude toward information.
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AN ANALYTYCAL FRAMEWORK FOR DEVELOPING MEDIA AND
INFORMATION LITERACY THROUGH THE MEDIATION
OF SOCIAL MEDIA MATERIALS

In the current age of digital technology, Media and Information Literacy (MIL) is an
essential skill for navigating the complex and often manipulative media landscape. Social
media platforms - such as Facebook, Instagram, and TikTok - serve as primary information
sources for many users, yet they frequently contain biased, misleading, or emotionally
charged content. This paper aims to explore a model for developing MIL through text
mediation, using authentic posts from social media as educational material.

The proposed model is grounded in critical discourse analysis, critical literacy
pedagogy, and communicative teaching approaches. Due to the publication of the CEFR
Companion Volume (2020), which specifies mediation skills and provides their illustrative
descriptors, the practical implementation of the mediation in contemporary teaching
materials has benefited [1].

In the context of foreign language education, mediation refers to a set of
communicative activities that involve imparting, interpretation and adaptation of
information in a way that aligns with the interlocutor’s level of understanding, background
knowledge and communicative needs. This process not only facilitates effective interaction
but also supports the development of linguistic and intercultural awareness, playing a
crucial role in overcoming linguistic and cultural barriers in communication [2, 115].

The incorporation of mediation-oriented tasks into instructional materials is
increasingly recognized as a critical component in the development of foreign language
communicative competence. Such tasks enable learners to engage in authentic
communication scenarios that reflect the complexity of real-life intercultural interactions.
As a result, learners become better equipped to navigate diverse communicative contexts,
demonstrating both flexibility and cultural sensitivity - skills essential in multilingual and
multicultural environments.

Mediation here is understood not just as translation or simplification of content, but
as critical engagement with the text - analyzing the message, uncovering hidden ideologies,
and interpreting both linguistic and visual elements. The proposed framework views text
mediation as an active process of deconstructing and reconstructing meaning. Social media
texts - characterized by their brevity, multimodality, and persuasive intent - serve as rich
material for engaging learners in meaningful reflection and discussion.

The model comprises four key stages:

1. Selection of authentic social media content, emphasizing topical relevance,
emotional appeal, and the potential for critical inquiry.

2. Collaborative reading and guided interpretation, focusing on the identification of
rhetorical strategies, framing techniques, and implicit biases.

3.Source evaluation and fact-checking activities, aimed at developing digital
verification skills.

4. Creative and reflective tasks, including the generation of counter-narratives,
rewritings or awareness-raising campaigns.

Implemented in university classrooms, this approach has proven effective in
fostering the development of essential MIL skills such as critical thinking, source criticism,
media message deconstruction, and responsible digital communication. Furthermore, the
educator’s role is reconceptualized as that of a mediator-facilitator, promoting a dialogic
and inquiry-based learning environment.

To conclude, this research contributes to the growing field of media literacy
education by offering a practical and adaptable model for integrating social media content
into classroom instruction. The findings suggest that integrating social media texts into
educational practices not only enhances students” media literacy but also encourages active
civic engagement and resilience against disinformation. This model may serve as a
foundation for further empirical research and practical implementation in diverse
educational contexts.
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DEVELOPMENT OF CRITICAL THINKING OF 6TH GRADE STUDENTS
IN GENERAL SECONDARY EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS
IN ENGLISH LANGUAGE LESSONS THROUGH INTERACTIVE TECHNOLOGIES

The development of critical thinking among student sin English language lessons is
becoming a central task in modern education. In the context of the digital era,
interactive technologies are not only a motivational tool but also a main thing of forming
analytical and reflective skills for 21st-century learners. Technology-aided, project-based
learning creates an authentic environment where students can analyze, evaluate, and
synthesise in formation while communicating in English [1, 130]. Such practices help to
integrate linguistic, cognitive, and social competencies, allowing learners to shift from
memorisation to reasoning and creativity.

Research shows that interactive platforms and digital collaboration tools encourage
students to make independent judgments and construct arguments supported by evidence
[3, c. 15]. In addition to this, 6th grade students can be more involved in the learning process
and development of their critical skills, using interactive technologies. During problem-
solving activities, learners are exposed to multiple perspectives, which increases their ability
to interpret, compare, and justify ideas. These experiences strengthen both critical
awareness and communicative flexibility, making the English classroom a micro-model of
real-world interaction.

Furthermore, recent studies emphasise the potential of artificial intelligence-
basedtools such as ChatGPTin developing students’critical thinking [2]. Guided use of such
technologies supports students in questioning information, assessing reliability, and engaging
in reflective dialogue. Therefore, the purposeful integration of interactive and Al-enhanced
methods in English language instruction can substantially enhance sixth-graders’ critical
thinking, ensuring their readiness for complex problem-solving and lifelong learning.
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INTEGRATING MEDIA LITERACY INTO ENGLISH LESSONS
IN LOWER SECONDARY SCHOLL

Media literacy has become an essential component of general education in the 21st
century. In the context of English language teaching at lower secondary school, media
literacy is not only about protecting students from misinformation but also about
developing their critical thinking and communication skills [2].

Firstly, authentic media texts such as news articles, social media posts, and short
videos can be used in teaching English language in order to enhance students’ reading,
listening and speaking skills. Working with real-life content motivates pupils and makes
language learning more meaningful. Secondly, analyzing different media messages helps
learners to recognise stereotypes, bias and strong persuasive techniques. As we can see, this
process fosters both linguistic competence and critical awareness [1].

English teachers of lower secondary schools can also introduce a variety of project-
based activities into the learning process, such as producing or simply analyzing video
reports, fact-checking international articles, creating a class blog. These tasks encourage
students to use English not only as a school subject, but as a tool for understanding and
interacting with the real modern world as well. During such projects, they engage with each
other, exchange their views and opinions, search for various strategies of identifying fakes
online. This approach involves collaboration and group interaction during the project
learning.

Finally, the integration of media literacy into English classes provides a lot of
opportunities for our young learners. If we use it in a creative way, we prepare our pupils
for lifelong learning as they become more independent in forming their own opinions,
advanced and confident in dealing with an infinite stream of information that our digital
age provides. Thus, teaching English in lower secondary school can effectively combine
language acquisition with the development of media literacy skills, contributing to both
their personal and professional development.
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PROJECT-BASED ACTIVITIES IN SCHOOLS AS A TOOL
FOR DEVELOPING MEDIA LITERACY IN THE CONTEXT
OF WAR AND INFORMATION CHALLENGES

Modern education is undergoing a transformation, as the information space becomes
a key environment for learning, self-development, and socialization. Therefore, fostering
media consumption culture and media literacy among students is one of the most relevant
goals of the New Ukrainian School. Christopher Worsnop, Canadian media education
researcher, views media literacy as the ability to experiment with media texts, analyze and
interpret them, and create one’s own. American scholar Robert Kubey defines media literacy
as the capacity to access, evaluate, analyze, and communicate messages in various media
forms [1]. While media consumption culture emphasizes the critical and informed
engagement with media as a user, media literacy involves a broader set of competencies,
including critical analysis, evaluation, and the production of original media content [2].

One of the most effective methods for developing this competence in contemporary
education is project-based learning, which integrates educational objectives with practical
experience. As noted by O. Hryniuk, project-based learning cultivates a research-oriented
attitude and critical thinking skills in students [3]. Within the framework of media literacy,
this approach enables students not only to acquire information but also to critically analyze
it, assess the credibility of sources, and produce their own media content. During media
project work, students also create their own content (videos, articles, presentations),
transitioning from passive information consumption to active content production. As
outlined in the Media Literacy Development Strategy of the Ministry of Culture and
Information Policy of Ukraine until 2026, media projects help cultivate students” awareness
of the role of media in a democratic society and promote the development of critical thinking
and media literacy skills [4].

According to the study by the Ministry of Culture and Information Policy of Ukraine
«Media Education in Ukraine: Challenges and Opportunities» (2023), the development of
media literacy faces several key challenges. Following the full-scale Russian invasion, there
was an urgent need to adapt quickly to new realities, which led the organization Filter - a
Ukrainian media literacy and fact-checking initiative - to replace long-term strategies with
a more flexible approach capable of responding promptly to changes in the information
environment. Another major challenge was detecting propaganda and fake news, which
required developing practical tools and guidelines to verify information. Finally, scaling
initiatives within limited resources remained difficult; nevertheless, Filter reached over
18 million people through the first national media literacy test. These challenges underscore
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the importance of flexibility, rapid adaptation, and effective use of resources for promoting
media literacy during wartime. [5]

Project-based activities in schools offer an effective way to develop media literacy,
particularly under the informational and social pressures of wartime. By creating media
content, analyzing sources, and practicing verification techniques, students learn to
recognize misinformation, strengthen critical thinking skills, and navigate complex media
landscapes, while becoming responsible and active participants in democratic society.
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DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION
OF EDUCATION AND THE CHALLENGES OF DISINFORMATION:
THE ROLE OF THE TEACHER AS A GUIDE TO MEDIA

In the context of the digital transformation of society and the growing influence of
information and communication technologies on the educational environment, media
literacy is becoming a key component of the professional competence of modern teachers.
It encompasses not only the ability to critically perceive media content, but also the ability
to analyze sources of information, recognize manipulative techniques, counteract
disinformation, and develop safe digital behavior skills in students.

European regulatory frameworks, in particular DigCompEdu (European Framework
for the Digital Competence of Educators), define media literacy as an integral part of a
teacher's digital competence, which includes the ability to think critically, use digital
resources ethically, and pedagogically model information resilience in students. Within the
TeaMLit (Teacher Media Literacy) initiative, media literacy is seen as a basic requirement
for teachers to be ready to work in an environment of information overload, digital
polarization, and the spread of fake narratives.

In this context, teachers are not only transmitters of knowledge, but also guides to
media culture - individuals capable of shaping students' critical attitudes toward
information, developing their skills of reflection, argumentation, and dialogue, and helping
them become responsible citizens capable of navigating the complex media landscape. This
role requires teachers to have a high level of information literacy, methodological flexibility,
and a willingness to engage in continuous professional development.

The problem of digital transformation of education and the role of teachers as guides
to media culture is the subject of scientific research by both domestic and foreign scholars.
An important contribution to the development of the conceptual foundations of the digital
transformation of education was made by G. Onkovych, O. Taranenko, O. Spivakovsky,
L. Luparenko, and I. Semerikov, who emphasize the interconnection between the digital
competencies of teachers and the effective implementation of the principles of the New
Ukrainian School. In their works, teachers are presented not only as users of digital
technologies, but also as media intermediaries who ensure that students critically
comprehend information flows. M. McLuhan and N. Postman laid the theoretical founda-
tions for understanding the impact of media on culture and learning, while contemporary
European scholars D. Frau-Meigs, A. Garcia-Ruiz, and J. Torres Martin analyze the rela-
tionship between the digital transformation of the educational space, information security,
and the development of media literacy in the context of European educational policy.

One of the most significant challenges is the decline in trust in official sources of
information. Teachers often encounter students who form their worldview under the
influence of social media, bloggers, and algorithmically tailored news feeds. This environ-
ment contributes to the «information bubble» effect (E. Pariser), in which consumers receive
only those messages that confirm their pre-existing beliefs. This makes it difficult to form
an objective, rational perception of social and cultural phenomena, and thus increases the
teacher's pedagogical responsibility for developing critical media literacy.

The second challenge is the manipulative nature of modern information flows, which
often appeal to emotions rather than facts. Teachers have to counteract the tendency toward
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emotional polarization among students, which is exacerbated in the context of hybrid
information wars. This requires teachers not only to have a high level of information literacy
themselves, but also to be able to organize educational situations that develop students'
ability to verify facts, recognize manipulation, and make informed decisions.

The third important aspect is the ethical dimension of disinformation challenges. The
digital environment requires teachers to be moderators of value orientations and bearers of
media ethics based on the principles of responsibility, reliability, respect for human rights,
and informational autonomy. As R. Hobbs (2021) notes, teachers' media education activities
should go beyond technical mastery of tools and focus on shaping morally conscious
information behavior.

Cognitive overload is no less significant a challenge - constant interaction with a
large number of information sources leads to a decrease in concentration, superficial
assimilation of knowledge, and a loss of analytical depth. This highlights the need to
implement pedagogical strategies of «slow thinking» (D.Kahneman), reflection, and
contemplation, which enable students and teachers to maintain a critical distance from the
flow of data.

That is why an important task in training future teachers is to shape their values and
worldview in relation to the media - to help them understand that media culture is not only
a technological phenomenon, but above all a cultural phenomenon that reflects a system of
meanings, norms, and values. Teachers who see themselves as conduits of media culture
must be bearers of media ethics principles, including integrity, authenticity, respect for
intellectual property, and tolerance in digital communication.

Thus, media literacy in the teacher training system should be considered not as an
optional component, but as a strategic educational goal that ensures the quality of the
educational process, information security, and the development of a democratic culture in
the digital age. An analysis of scientific sources shows that contemporary research focuses
on rethinking the role of teachers as agents of media culture, capable not only of using
digital technologies, but also of shaping students' critical attitude towards information and
developing media ethics and digital responsibility in the context of global challenges of
disinformation.
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TEACHER’S ROLE IN FOSTERING CRITICAL THINKING
SKILLS AMONG SCHOOL STUDENTS

The development of critical thinking skills is one of the main tasks of modern
education, since the ability to analyze information, ask questions and draw reasonable
conclusions largely affects the future achievements of students. A teacher is not only a
person who conveys knowledge, but also someone who creates an educational environment
for the development of independence and reflection. The teacher determines how students
learn to work with facts, build logical arguments and make reasonable decisions.

In scientific works, critical thinking is described as a special type of intellectual
activity that helps a person consciously perceive and comprehend information. This
thinking involves the ability to identify and formulate problems, find ways to solve them,
analyze events and phenomena, compare facts and draw reasoned conclusions. It is also
important to be able to deal with different sources of knowledge, to separate reliable data
from subjective judgements and to apply for informed decision- making [1, 842].

Teachers with developed critical thinking are better at controlling emotions, being
able to evaluate situations objectively, make informed decisions, and build constructive
relationships that are part of their emotional culture, and have a positive effect on conflict
resolution [2, p. 47]. It is important to cultivate the critical thinking of educators, for in time
it helps train students to do the same. That’s why it's recommended to use interactive
methods of open questions, projects, debate. Such learning format stimulates the activity of
students, develops the ability to express themselves in a reasoned manner, perceive
different points of view, analyze and critically evaluate information, put forward
hypotheses, and make reasoned decisions [3, 55]. Critical thinking fosters ongoing learning
and professional growth, and emotional culture maintains motivation and a positive
attitude, which together ensures harmonious development of the teacher's personality, and
then children's ability to think on their own, to make informed decisions, and to find
constructive ways to solve problems. The combination of intellectual development and
emotional maturity allows a teacher to become someone who not only conveys knowledge,
but also educates a responsible, thinking person, ready for the challenges of the modern
world.

Effective formation of critical thinking is possible only when the teacher creates a
friendly atmosphere in which students are not afraid to express their own opinions and
make mistakes. The teacher should demonstrate openness to different views, support
constructive criticism, encourage dialogue and cooperation. This approach strengthens trust
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between students and teachers and helps develop students' self-esteem and self-reflection
skills.

Our experience of implementing the above-mentioned strategies into practice
included the systematic use of interactive tasks, discussions and project work. The
interactive forms of learning - in particular, group discussions and Wordwall, Jamboard,
Miro, Padlet platforms activities comprised the core elements of educational process,
which contributed to the active involvement of students in analyzing, comparing, and
evaluating information. By completing tasks based on real-life situations, students gained
the ability to logically justify their own opinions, correctly express agreement or
disagreement, find alternative ways to solve problems, and formulate well-considered
conclusions. This approach contributed to the development of communicative and social
competencies, and the formation of students' ability to think independently, analyze
different points of view, and make informed decisions.

Therefore, the teacher plays a leading role in the process of developing critical
thinking skills of students. His ability to create an interactive, emotionally secure, and
cognitive environment depends on the development of students as active, independent, and
socially responsible individuals. A complex combination of thinking development
techniques, attention to the emotional sphere, and the personal example of the teacher
ensures high quality education and prepares the younger generation for life in conditions
of rapid social change.

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USING ENGLISH LESSONS
TO RAISE AWARENESS ABOUT ONLINE SAFETY

In today’s digitalized world, students spend a significant portion of their daily lives
online - communicating, studying, and socializing. This constant connectivity also exposes
them to various online threats such as cyberbullying, misinformation, data misuse, and
harmful content. The development of online safety awareness among adolescents is
therefore becoming an essential aspect of modern education [2]. The purpose of this study
is to explore how English language lessons can serve not only as a means of linguistic
development but also as a platform for promoting responsible digital behavior and online
safety among middle school students.

The study was conducted during a school teaching practice in a 7th-grade English
class at a secondary school in Chernihiv, Ukraine. The lessons were designed for students
aged 12 - 13, who are learning English as a foreign language. A task-based learning (TBL)
approach was employed to integrate online safety themes - such as protecting personal
information, identifying fake news, creating strong passwords, and communicating
respectfully online - into communicative classroom activities [4]. Lessons included pair
work discussions, vocabulary tasks related to digital life, short reading texts about Internet
safety, and creative writing projects such as «My Rules for a Safe Internet».

The research design combined quantitative and qualitative methods. Before and after
the teaching module, students completed short surveys measuring their understanding of
online safety concepts and confidence in applying them. In addition, informal interviews
and classroom observations were used to collect students’ reflections on their learning
experiences. Results demonstrated increased awareness of online risks, improved
vocabulary related to digital communication, and greater student engagement when safety
topics were linked to real-life examples [1].

The findings indicate that integrating online safety education into English lessons
fosters both language competence and digital citizenship [3]. Students became more
motivated to speak and write in English when discussing authentic and personally relevant
topics. Moreover, classroom discussions encouraged peer learning and critical thinking,
supporting not only linguistic goals but also moral and civic education. Teachers reported
that students were more likely to recognize unsafe online behaviors and share safe practices
with friends and family after the lessons.
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The study contributes to the growing recognition of foreign language classrooms as
valuable spaces for developing 21st-century skills. English lessons, with their communi-
cative nature, provide excellent opportunities to discuss global and digital issues that matter
to students’ everyday lives. Integrating online safety into EFL teaching promotes holistic
education that prepares learners to act responsibly and thoughtfully in a connected
world [4].

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DIGITAL PEDAGOGY AND PROFESSIONAL IDENTITY:
EUROPEAN STRATEGIES IN TRAINING FUTURE EFL TEACHERS

The rapid digitalization of education in Europe has redefined the conditions under
which future English as a Foreign Language (EFL) teachers construct their professional
identities. The pandemic years accelerated a transformation already underway: technology
ceased to be an optional tool and became an essential component of pedagogical expertise.
This shift has not only reshaped classroom practices but also the deeper dimensions of
teacher professionalism, self-efficacy, and ethical engagement. The intersection of digital
pedagogy and professional identity thus represents both a pedagogical challenge and a
strategic priority within European educational policy.

In recent scholarship, digital competence is increasingly recognized as a critical
aspect of teacher professionalism. Su [4], employing the Technological Pedagogical Content
Knowledge (TPACK) framework, demonstrates that EFL teachers’ ability to integrate digital
tools meaningfully into instruction depends on the dynamic interplay of technological skill,
pedagogical understanding, and disciplinary expertise. Importantly, Su emphasizes that
digital literacy is not a static technical capacity but a dimension of professional identity — a
way teachers see themselves as capable, innovative, and responsive professionals. This
reframing positions digital pedagogy not merely as skill acquisition but as identity
formation, involving reflection, adaptation, and a renewed sense of purpose in the
profession.

European strategies increasingly align with this identity-oriented perspective. The
European Commission’s 2025 initiative Unlocking the Power of Teachers’ Digital
Competences promotes the vision of teachers as agents of innovation and inclusion within
digital ecosystems. The course series presented through the European School Education
Platform aims to strengthen educators’ capacity to use digital technologies for active,
learner-centered education and to foster professional communities of practice that
transcend national boundaries [2]. These developments situate digital pedagogy within a
broader ethical and cultural framework, linking it to the European values of collaboration,
autonomy, and lifelong learning. The goal is not simply to digitize teaching, but to
humanize technology by embedding it within professional reflection and pedagogical
integrity.

The DigCompEdu framework [3] provides a comprehensive European reference for
developing educators’ digital competence. It articulates six areas of competence - from
professional engagement and digital resources to assessment and learner empowerment -
and defines proficiency levels that describe a trajectory of professional growth. This
framework plays a central role in guiding national strategies for teacher education, offering
a shared vocabulary for describing what it means to be a digitally competent educator in
the European context. DigCompEdu also implies a deeper ethical orientation: teachers are
expected to exercise digital responsibility, to protect learners” data, to ensure inclusion, and
to navigate the complexities of digital culture with critical awareness. Thus, digital
pedagogy emerges not merely as a method but as a moral and civic practice.

Contemporary European educational research reinforces the notion that digital
competence and professional identity are mutually constitutive. The editorial in Open
Learning: The Journal of Open, Distance and e-Learning (2025) underscores that digital
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transformation in teaching demands an integrated model of professional development.
Pedagogical renewal must be accompanied by a cultural shift in how educators perceive
themselves — as reflective practitioners, collaborators, and knowledge co-creators within
digital learning environments. This entails moving beyond technocentric approaches
toward a holistic understanding of professional digital literacy as both a pedagogical and
social competence. The digital teacher is no longer a transmitter of linguistic knowledge but
a designer of learning experiences, an architect of interaction, and a curator of digital content
that aligns with authentic communicative goals.

Beetham and Sharpe’s [1] influential volume Rethinking Pedagogy for a Digital Age
provides a conceptual basis for designing learning that aligns with the affordances of digital
technologies. Their model of design for learning emphasizes that pedagogy must precede
technology: effective digital teaching arises from sound educational principles adapted to
new contexts. The authors argue that teacher training should cultivate design thinking,
creativity, and the capacity to evaluate digital tools critically rather than unreflectively
adopting them. When applied to EFL education, this approach enables teachers to integrate
multimodal resources, online collaboration, and adaptive feedback into language learning,
thus aligning digital innovation with communicative and intercultural objectives.

Su’s [4] research highlights that during the pandemic, EFL teachers experienced
significant identity shifts. Forced digital immersion brought about tensions between
pedagogical ideals and technological constraints, yet it also led to professional growth and
increased confidence in digital spaces. Teachers who adopted reflective practices and
collegial collaboration tended to reinterpret their professional roles as facilitators of learning
rather than controllers of content. This transformation resonates with the broader European
discourse on teacher agency: digital pedagogy becomes a site of empowerment where
educators shape, rather than merely adapt to, the technological environment.

European policy initiatives reflect this paradigm shift. The European School
Education Platform and DigCompEdu initiatives function not only as repositories of digital
tools but as frameworks for cultivating self-reflective professionals. The 2025 Commission
program explicitly encourages teachers to perceive digital education as a collaborative,
research-informed practice that reinforces inclusion and sustainability. In this sense, the
European model of digital pedagogy extends beyond the narrow goal of skill acquisition to
embrace the formation of professional identity through continuous learning, intercultural
dialogue, and ethical engagement. Digital education, therefore, becomes an arena where
teachers learn to balance innovation with critical judgment - ensuring that technology
enhances, rather than replaces, the human dimension of teaching.

At the same time, challenges remain. Research across European contexts reveals
disparities in teachers’ access to training, institutional support, and technological
infrastructure. Digital competence development must therefore be contextualized within
national and institutional realities. As the Open Learning editorial (2025) notes, effective
professional development requires coherent systems of mentorship, recognition, and
collaboration, ensuring that digital innovation does not exacerbate inequalities between
educators. Professional identity construction, in this view, depends not only on individual
reflection but also on supportive ecosystems that value experimentation and shared
learning.

From a pedagogical standpoint, the training of future EFL teachers must integrate
digital competence frameworks with reflective practice models. The TPACK framework [4]
provides a valuable foundation for balancing content expertise, pedagogy, and technology.
Embedding such integrative frameworks into teacher education curricula can foster
adaptive expertise - the capacity to make informed pedagogical decisions in rapidly
changing contexts. Moreover, the European Commission’s recent emphasis on micro-
credentials and cross-border recognition of teacher competences [2] creates new
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opportunities for mobility and professional growth, further reinforcing the European
dimension of digital identity formation.

Ultimately, digital pedagogy and professional identity in EFL teacher education are
not parallel processes but interdependent dynamics. Digital competence provides the
means for pedagogical innovation, while professional identity provides the ethical and
reflective grounding that gives such innovation meaning. As Beetham and Sharpe [1]
suggest, digital pedagogy must remain anchored in pedagogy itself - technology should
serve learning, not define it. The European frameworks, from DigCompEdu to the School
Education Platform, collectively promote a vision of the teacher as a digitally competent,
socially responsible, and continuously learning professional. This synthesis of competence,
identity, and ethics embodies the future of European teacher education, where digital
transformation is not a threat to professionalism but its renewal. In preparing future EFL
teachers, Europe’s digital strategies thus affirm a deeper educational goal: to cultivate
educators who can navigate complexity with creativity, communicate across cultures with
empathy, and teach with both technological fluency and human integrity.
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OF CRITICAL THINKING IN CONTEMPORARY EDUCATION

Modern education operates amid a profound crisis of trust and meaning. The
proliferation of digital media, algorithmic control, and informational manipulation has
transformed the very conditions under which truth can be spoken and heard. In this
environment, critical thinking risks being reduced to a technical or instrumental skill,
detached from ethical responsibility. Against such tendencies, the ancient notion of
parrhesia - literally «free speech» or «frankness» (mappnota) - offers a powerful framework
for reimagining education as an ethical and logical practice of truth-telling [2, 4]. To engage
in parrhesia means not simply to speak freely but to have the courage to speak truthfully in
situations of risk. It is an act that unites logic, ethics, and responsibility, suggesting that to
think critically is also to act courageously and to speak with integrity. As Biesta [1] notes,
education inherently involves a «beautiful risk»: it is not a safe transmission of knowledge
but a relational space of uncertainty and encounter.

The origins of this idea reach back to classical philosophy. For Socrates, truth was not
something possessed but something generated through dialogue; his maieutic method
sought to elicit awareness through questioning. Speech was thus not rhetorical performance
but an ethical mode of inquiry, binding thought and responsibility together. Through this
dialogical process, Socrates established the idea that reasoning is inseparable from moral
integrity, that to speak truthfully is also to live truthfully. Diogenes of Sinope extended this
tradition through what might be called radical parrhesia: a fearless, public form of truth-
telling that disrupted hypocrisy and social convention. His provocations were not acts of
rebellion for their own sake but manifestations of ethical authenticity. In both figures,
parrhesia emerges as a synthesis of intellectual rigor and moral courage - a logic of boldness
that refuses complacency and calls the subject to account for the truth of their own speech.

Michel Foucault later revitalized the concept, interpreting parrhesia as a mode of
ethical subjectivation. In his late lectures at the College de France (The Courage of Truth),
Foucault [2] describes truth-telling as a practice through which the subject constitutes itself
by taking responsibility for its discourse. Truth, for him, is not an objective constant but an
ethical relation to oneself and to others. Within this frame, education can be understood as
a site of ethical formation: a dialogical encounter where both teacher and student share the
risk of truth. Peters [4] interprets this as an «educational practice of the self», emphasizing
that speaking the truth in pedagogy is not a matter of authority but of mutual vulnerability.
Similarly, Biesta [1] insists that genuine learning requires openness to uncertainty and the

courage to let something unpredictable emerge in the relation between educator and
learner. Zembylas [7] complements these ideas by showing that critical pedagogy cannot be
purely cognitive - it must also address the emotional and affective dimensions of truth.
Working through «troubled knowledge», as he calls it, means confronting discomfort as
part of the educational process rather than avoiding it. Thus, parrhesia becomes not only an
epistemic act but also an affective and ethical practice.

In this light, parrhesia redefines the meaning of critical thinking. To think critically is
not merely to apply analytical procedures but to engage in reasoning as a form of moral
courage. It implies the willingness to question one’s assumptions, to expose one’s
arguments to counterexample, and to align speech with truth rather than persuasion. As
Lather [3] argues, critical inquiry must acknowledge the positionality and risk of the
speaking subject; it is not neutral but situated, vulnerable, and accountable. Logical
reasoning, therefore, is not a detached instrument but a lived discipline of honesty. This
understanding revives the Socratic ideal within modern education: logic as an ethical
practice, argumentation as care for truth, and debate as a means of cultivating integrity. In
dialogic learning, in the culture of questioning and self-correction, the ancient ethic of
parrhesia continues to shape the intellectual and moral fabric of education.

In the context of the digital age, parrhesia acquires new significance. Today’s
information environments are saturated with performative speech, algorithmic amplifycation,
and emotional manipulation. The practice of truth-telling now requires what might be called
digital courage - the capacity to speak with authenticity and critical awareness within
networked systems of communication. Educational practices such as Socratic questioning,
structured debate, and ethical reflection embody this ethos, helping students to cultivate
autonomy of thought and a sense of responsibility for their words. Integrating parrhesiastic
thinking into courses on logic, philosophy, and media literacy can serve as a countermeasure
against rhetorical manipulation and epistemic superficiality. It can re-establish trust in reasoned
discourse and reposition critical thinking as an ethical relation rather than a performative skill.

Ultimately, parrhesia unites logic and ethics as the twin foundations of critical
thinking. It presents truth-telling as a form of moral existence: the courage to think, to speak,
and to live in accordance with what one holds to be true. In this way, it challenges the
technocratic reduction of education to performance metrics and reasserts the educational
encounter as a space of freedom, risk, and transformation. To educate through parrhesia is
to invite students into the shared labor of truth - a practice that shapes not only their
reasoning but their character. Such an approach restores the human dimension of critical
thinking: the inseparability of cognition, emotion, and ethical responsibility. It envisions
education as an act of care for truth and, through that care, a reawakening of trust in the
possibilities of speech, dialogue, and reason itself.

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AI AS A TOOL FOR DEVELOPING CRITICAL THINKING
IN THE PREPARATION OF ENGLISH LANGUAGE TEACHERS

In an era where artificial intelligence is fundamentally reshaping educational
landscapes, the question is no longer whether Al should be integrated into teacher
education, but rather how it can be leveraged to cultivate the cognitive competencies
essential for 21st-century educators. As language teacher education programs worldwide
grapple with preparing future professionals capable of navigating increasingly complex
information environments, the development of critical thinking skills has emerged as a
pedagogical imperative that Al technologies are uniquely positioned to address.

The integration of Al tools into English language teacher preparation represents a
paradigm shift in developing critical thinking competencies among pre-service educators.
Recent research demonstrates that large language models (LLMs) and specialized
educational platforms offer unprecedented opportunities for fostering analytical, synthetic,
and reflective thinking skills [1, p. 52]. Given that critical thinking constitutes a cornerstone
of effective teaching practice, particularly in foreign language contexts where cultural
mediation and nuanced interpretation are paramount, exploring Al&#39;s potential in this
domain addresses both immediate pedagogical needs and long-term professional
development goals [2, p. 369].

Furthermore, as educational institutions increasingly adopt Al-enhanced learning
environments, teacher candidates must develop not only proficiency in using these tools
but also the critical capacity to evaluate, adapt, and ethically implement them in their future
classrooms [5, p. 342].

This study posits that Al-powered tools serve as cognitive scaffolds that enhance
critical thinking through providing diverse perspectives for analysis, facilitating knowledge
synthesis, and creating opportunities for reflective practice. The theoretical framework
draws upon constructivist learning theories and cognitive apprenticeship models [4,
p- 102274]. Al platforms like ChatGPT, Perplexity Al, and Eduaide.Al create dynamic
learning environments where teacher candidates engage in iterative cycles of inquiry and
reflective evaluation - core processes of critical thinking development [1, p. 55].

Analytical thinking, defined as the ability to deconstruct complex information,
identify underlying patterns, and evaluate evidence, represents the foundational level of
critical thinking. Al tools offer several mechanisms for developing this capacity among
prospective English language teachers. First, LLMs can generate multiple interpretations of
literary texts, linguistic phenomena, or pedagogical scenarios, compelling students to
compare, contrast, and evaluate competing perspectives [5, p. 345]. For instance, when
analyzing a grammatical concept or teaching methodology, teacher candidates can prompt
ChatGPT to provide explanations from different theoretical frameworks - behaviorist,
cognitivist, and sociocultural - thereby developing their ability to recognize how underlying
assumptions shape pedagogical approaches. Second, specialized platforms like Eduaide. Al
can present teacher candidates with authentic classroom dilemmas requiring careful
analysis of student needs, contextual factors, and potential interventions [3, p. 10]. This
exposure to varied analytical frameworks cultivates what Bloomé&#39;s revised taxonomy
identifies as higher-order thinking skills essential for effective teaching practice.
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Moreover, Al tools facilitate the development of evaluative judgment, a critical
component of analytical thinking. When teacher candidates engage with Al-generated
lesson plans or assessment rubrics, they must critically assess the quality and effectiveness
of these outputs [6, p. 35]. This evaluation process mirrors the analytical skills required in
actual teaching contexts, allowing students to internalize standards of quality in English
language teaching.

Synthesis, the cognitive process of integrating information from diverse sources to
create coherent understanding or generate novel solutions, represents a more advanced
level of critical thinking. Al technologies offer unique affordances for developing synthetic
thinking among teacher candidates. Research indicates that engagement with Al platforms
can help students identify connections across disparate knowledge domains, a skill
particularly valuable in English language teaching where linguistic, cultural, and pedago-
gical knowledge must be seamlessly integrated [2, p. 375]. For example, when designing a
communicative language teaching activity, teacher candidates might use Al tools to explore
how principles from second language acquisition theory, intercultural communication
research, and digital literacy frameworks can be synthesized into a coherent pedagogical
approach.

Furthermore, Al platforms serve as collaborative partners in the synthesis process.
When students work with ChatGPT to develop curriculum materials, they engage in
dialogic processes that develop adaptive expertise — the ability to flexibly apply knowledge
in novel situations [7, p. 115]. Specialized platforms provide frameworks that help teacher
candidates connect discrete elements of teaching knowledge into comprehensive
pedagogical approaches [8, p. 10]. Teacher candidates can use Al tools to explore how
theoretical principles manifest in classroom situations, bridging the theory-practice gap and
developing flexible mental models that characterize expert-level synthetic thinking [4,
p. 102274].

This theoretical analysis demonstrates that AI technologies, when thoughtfully
integrated into English language teacher preparation programs, offer substantial potential
for developing critical thinking skills essential for effective teaching practice. Through
facilitating analytical engagement with diverse perspectives, scaffolding knowledge
synthesis across domains, and creating spaces for reflective practice, Al tools can
systematically enhance the cognitive competencies that distinguish expert from novice
teachers. However, the realization of this potential requires careful pedagogical design that
positions Al not as a replacement for human instruction but as a cognitive partner that
amplifies and extends students’ critical thinking capacities. Future research should
empirically investigate the effectiveness of specific Al-enhanced pedagogical strategies,
explore potential challenges and limitations, and develop evidence-based frameworks for
integrating Al into teacher education curricula. As the educational landscape continues
evolving, preparing teachers who can think critically about, with, and beyond AI
technologies becomes not merely advantageous but essential for the profession’s future.
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USING DISCUSSION AND DEBATE TO DEVELOP CRITICAL THINKING SKILLS
IN ENGLISH LESSONS

In the context of contemporary education, developing critical thinking is considered one
of the essential competences of the 21st century. English language lessons can become an effec-
tive platform for nurturing this skill, as they offer opportunities for communication, reflection,
and exchange of ideas. Discussion and debate, as interactive teaching methods, encourage
learners to ask questions, analyse various viewpoints, and make reasoned judgments [1].

The purpose of this study is to explore how discussion and debate can be used in
English lessons to promote students’ critical thinking skills, communication competence,
and motivation to learn. These methods allow pupils to use language meaningfully - not
only practicing vocabulary and grammar but also developing higher-order thinking skills
such as analysis, evaluation, and synthesis.

During school teaching practice in a 5th-grade English class, structured discussions
and mini-debates were implemented as part of communicative lessons. The activities were
designed to help learners express opinions, provide arguments, and listen to peers’ ideas.
The tasks included pair and group discussions on familiar topics, role-play debates (for and
against), vocabulary scaffolding with sentence starters, and reflection activities after
discussions. This approach aimed to ensure that all pupils could participate actively despite
limited language proficiency.

Teachers’ observations indicated that pupils became more confident in expressing
opinions, asking clarifying questions, and supporting their ideas with reasons. Theyalso
showed greater awareness of respectful communication and activelistening - both essential
components of critical thinking. These findings correspond with previous studies showing
that classroom debates enhance students” ability to analyse arguments, evaluate evidence,
and think independently [2; 3].

Integrating discussion and debate into English lessons supports the shift from
teacher-centred to student-centred learning. Such methods promote active engagement and
collaboration, which have been linked to the development of critical thinking skills [2; 4].
Therefore, using debates in language learning not only improves linguistic competence but
also prepares learners to think critically and communicate effectively in real-life situations.
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PECULIARITIES OF DEVELOPING ENGLISH OMMUNICATIVE COMPETENCE
BY MEANS OF THE TASK-BASED APPROACH
IN 10T™H GRADE STUDENTS

In recent years, the development of communicative competence has become one of
the key priorities in English language teaching. The task-based approach (TBA) is
considered an effective method for enhancing learners” ability to use the language in real-
life contexts. Unlike traditional grammar-based instruction, TBA focuses on meaningful
communication through problem-solving, collaboration, and authentic tasks. This paper
explores the peculiarities of forming English communicative competence in 10th grade
students through the implementation of the task-based approach in the classroom.

In this context, it is essential to clarify the concept of a pedagogical task, which forms
the core of the task-based approach. D. Nunan defines a pedagogical task as a purposeful
classroom activity that engages learners in understanding, producing, and interacting in the
target language. During such tasks, students focus on meaning while using their
grammatical knowledge to communicate effectively, rather than merely manipulating
linguistic forms. According to the scholar, a pedagogical task should possess a sense of
completeness, functioning as an independent communicative event with a clear beginning,
middle, and end [3, p. 4].

R. Ellis defines a pedagogical task as a structured workplan that engages learners in
pragmatic language use aimed at achieving a communicative outcome. The success of the
task is determined by whether learners manage to convey appropriate and meaningful
content rather than simply produce correct linguistic forms. According to Ellis, such tasks
direct learners” primary attention to meaning, encouraging them to draw upon their own
linguistic resources. Although task design may influence the grammatical forms used, its
ultimate goal is to elicit authentic language use similar to that occurring in real-life
communication, involving both productive and receptive skills as well as various cognitive
processes [1, p. 16].

From an educational perspective, the task-based approach serves several key
objectives. J. Willis [4] identifies eight major purposes of task-based learning;

- to provide learners with opportunities to actively use and practice the target
language they already know;

- to encourage spontaneous interaction during task performance;

- to enable learners to recognize and compare similar meanings expressed by other
participants;

- to promote turn-taking and interaction management in communication;

- to foster purposeful and cooperative language use;

- to involve learners in collaborative problem-solving through joint task completion;

- to allow learners to apply and develop effective communication strategies;

-and to build learners’ confidence necessary for successful participation in
communicative activities [4, p. 35].

According to R. Frost [2], the task-based approach represents an alternative model of
language instruction that prioritizes meaningful communication over the pre-selection of
linguistic forms. In a task-based lesson, the teacher does not determine the specific grammar
or vocabulary to be studied in advance; instead, the focus is placed on the completion of a
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communicative task, while the language to be learned naturally emerges from the process
of performing it. The lesson is typically organized into several interrelated stages that guide
learners through authentic language use.

1. Pre-task stage. At the beginning of the lesson, the teacher introduces the topic and
explains the objectives of the upcoming task. Learners receive clear instructions and may be
encouraged to recall or predict useful vocabulary and expressions related to the theme. For
example, the teacher may demonstrate the task through an audio or video recording of a
similar activity, allowing students to observe how it is performed. This stage helps 10th-
grade learners activate prior knowledge and prepare linguistically and cognitively for the
main task [2].

2. Task stage. Students complete the main communicative task in pairs or small
groups, using the language resources they already possess. The teacher’s role at this point
is primarily facilitative - to observe, support, and motivate students, rather than to correct
their language in real time. This fosters natural communication and peer collaboration.

3. Planning stage. After completing the task, learners prepare a short oral or written
report describing their outcomes or the process they followed. During this stage, they
ehearse their presentation within groups and may seek guidance from the teacher to clarify
linguistic doubts or refine their expressions [2].

4. Report stage. Groups share their findings with the class, either orally or in written
form. The teacher organizes the sequence of presentations and provides brief feedback,
focusing mainly on the content and communicative effectiveness rather than grammatical
accuracy. This stage encourages learners to use English publicly and purposefully,
reinforcing confidence in spontaneous communication.

5. Analysis stage. Next, the teacher draws attention to linguistic elements that emerged
during the task or in model texts. Students are invited to analyze interesting features of
language use, such as functional expressions, grammatical patterns, or discourse markers.
This analytical reflection helps learners notice language forms in meaningful contexts.

6. Practice stage. Finally, the teacher designs short practice activities based on learners’
needs and the linguistic challenges identified during previous stages. These exercises aim
to consolidate useful vocabulary and grammar, enhance accuracy, and build students’
confidence for future communicative interactions [2].

Overall, Frost's framework emphasizes active learner participation, authentic
communication, and the integration of meaning-focused interaction with form-ocused
reflection. Such a sequence is particularly effective for 10th-grade students, as it promotes
autonomy, collaboration, and real-world language competence.

Thus, the task-based approach is an effective method for developing English
communicative competence among 10th-grade students. It enables learners to use language
meaningfully and purposefully, promotes interaction, and enhances motivation through
real-life communication tasks. The structured sequence of stages ensures the integration of
fluency, accuracy, and learner autonomy, making TBA a powerful tool for modern English
language teaching.
