In the paper, art is treated as a type of communication. It finds its realization in
works of art, which function as forms of alternative worlds embodiment. The worlds’
information is transmitted within a two-way artistic communication: from the author
via the work of art to the recipient and also in the reverse direction (pragmatic
response). The peculiarities of the process depend not only on the author’s worldview
and their choice of the communication means, but on the recipient’s characteristics
realized within the context of interaction too, which turns artistic communication into a
dialogue.
