The paper is a study of the animated text, which is treated as a complex
information structure represented by a string of frames transmitting the author’s
message. In particular, it is the investigation of the structures of the alternative
worlds which find their representation in animated texts. The analysis of the Disney's
Adventures of the Gummi Bears and Chip’n Dail Rescue Rangers cartoon series has
revealed that their worlds are binary as wholes as well as binary are their different
domains, which is interpreted as a reflection of the binary nature of the real world.
The worlds under analysis demonstrate a vivid axiological duality too, referring to a
constant confrontation between the Evil and the Good, which should come to the
victory of the latter.
