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Tsarenok A. V. The Aesthetical Aspect of the Byzantine Asceticism: a
general survey. The author points out the aesthetical aspect of the Orthodox ascetic
culture of Byzantium. Developing the methodological tradition of the historical and
aesthetical byzantology, A. Tsarenok underlines the importance of thorough analysis
of the origin of the greek term “asceticism” and of the numerous varieties of its

meanings in Ancient, Medieval, Modern and Postmodern periods in world’s history.



It’s worth of attention of scientists that originally the general sense of the word
“asceticism” included definite philosophical and aesthetical component: it could be
used to define a kind of human activity which aimed to decorate some things, to put
it in other words, — to make them beautiful. In Christian culture the corresponding
terms (“asceticism”, “ascetic”, etc.) have not only ethical, but also aesthetical
senses. The true ascetic practices can be defined as the creative activity, in the result
of which the person becomes able to see and admire God as Absolute Beauty and to
receive its own spiritual and somatic beauty.

1t’s necessary to mention, that the ascetic tradition influences the cultural life
in Byzantium to a great degree: as scientists (S. Yepifanovich, V. Lazarev) state, not
only the monks, but also many people, who lived out of byzantine monasteries,
choose the ascetic ideals as the main ideals of their life. Taking into concideration
this fact, A. Tsarenok emphasises that the adequate exploration of the aesthetical
component of the Byzantine culture should be based on the understanding the
important principles of the Ortodox ascetic doctrine.

Finally, developing the ideas of the famous russian historian of the aesthetical
thought V. Bychkov, the author of the article points out some concrete aspects of the
aesthetics of the asceticism. In his opinion, historical and aesthetical byzantology
can conditionally distinguish 1) ontological, 2) gnoseological, 3) ethical aspects and
4) the aspect of theological interpretation of arts (first of all, of religious arts) of the

ascetic aesthetics.
