Search-Act-Reflect

Activity 1. Search.

Category: Learner Autonomy

Objective: students will enhance their research skills; understand the notion «language learner
autonomyy; students will enhance their autonomy and professional competence.

Duration: 80 minutes

Type of activity: Research and Development

Format: in-class (pair work). It is possible to adapt the task to remote learning.

Instruction: Record your answer to the question «How are you?». Try to describe your feelings before
starting the process of autonomous learning. What do you expect from the process? Why do you need it?

Procedure:

The teacher announces the topic of the class: «Language learner autonomy. Let’s learn to learn
autonomously)»

Teacher: «How are you today?» — is the question teachers ask their students every day. In the process of
autonomous learning you are a teacher and a student at the same time. | suggest making a video recording of
your answer to the question «How are you?». Try to describe your feelings before starting the process of
autonomous learning. What do you expect from the process? Why do you need it? You have 3 minutes to do
that.

Students record themselves.

Teacher: Now play your record and analyse your answers. Have you mentioned that you are motivated to
learn autonomously? Have you mentioned any ways or methods of autonomous learning? Have you mentioned
your needs and expectations? Put down the keywords of your answers (in the case of remote learning students
put the keywords using virtual boards).

You have 7 minutes to do that.

Teacher: Now let's share your needs and expectations from autonomous learning. (15 minutes)

Students speak about their needs and expectations from autonomous learning.

Teacher asks follow-up questions: Who sets the aims of autonomous learning? Who finds and chooses
resources? Who is responsible for the result? Who controls the result? So, what is language learner autonomy?
(15 minutes)

Teacher: What do you think, are there any non-autonomous learners? | think you are already autonomous
learners and you do not need to learn how to be autonomous. Do you agree with my statement?

Students share their opinions. (5 minutes)
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Teacher: Read the article of Professor David Little «Language learner autonomy: what, why and how?»
and find out whether non-autonomous learners exist. Put down all the questions which occurred to you while
reading (in the case of remote learning students put down the questions using virtual boards).

Students ask each other questions which occurred to them while reading.

Teacher: How can you enrich your experience in the field of LLA with the information from the article?
What methods of autonomous learning would you like to try?

Activity 2. Act.

Category: Learner Autonomy

Objective: students will practise in setting aims; students will enhance their autonomy and professional
competence.

Duration: 80 minutes

Type of activity: Research and Development

Format: in-class (pair work). It is possible to adapt the task to remote learning.

Instruction: Look at the photos and say what is in common between mountaineering and learning a
language autonomously?

Procedure:

Students’ possible answers: You’ll never know till you try. You need to act, to practise to reach your
aims. You need to set a goal and act, and do some steps to reach it, to gain some skills. (15 minutes)

Teacher: How are you going to teach your students to learn a language autonomously?

Students give their answers. (15 minutes)

Probably, you may start with an activity which will help your students to understand what they can do
autonomously or which skills they already possess and which they don’t. Let’s try this activity by ourselves:

Instruction: Put a smile next to the activities or skills you can manage autonomously while learning a
language and put a question mark next to those you are not sure to fulfil by yourself (It is possible to adapt the
task to remote learning with the help of google forms):

set the aims of your learning;

analyse the materials in a coursebook;

plan the structure of learning according to the aims;

set the materials in a sequence, which corresponds to the aims of learning;

organise a control of learning results;

reflect on the results of your work;

understand the main ideas and recognize relevant information during detailed discussions, debates,
official reports, lectures, conversations;

understand in detail phone conversations;

understand the general content and most of the essential details in authentic radio and television programs
related to the academic and professional fields;

understand fairly complex messages and instructions in an academic and professional environment;

understand the speaker's intention, position and point of view, as well as the communicative
consequences of the statement;

respond to key ideas and recognize essential information during detailed discussions, formal negotiations,
lectures, and conversations related to training and profession;

behave appropriately in typical secular, academic, and professional situations;

respond to phone conversations;

perform a wide range of speech functions and respond to them flexibly using common phrases;

clearly make prepared individual presentations on a wide range of academic and professional topics;

produce a clear, detailed monologue on a wide range of topics related to training and specialty;

use basic communication tools to combine statements into a clear and logically complete discourse;

understand authentic texts related to your studies and specialty from textbooks, newspapers, popular and
specialised magazines, and online sources;

determine the position and points of view of the authors of authentic texts related to training and
specialty;
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understand the communicative intent of the author of the text and the consequences of the utterance
(memos, letters, reports);

understand authentic academic and professional correspondence (e.g., letters, faxes, and e-mails);

distinguish between different stylistic registers of oral and written speech with friends, strangers,
colleagues, employers and with people of different ages and social status, when different communication
intentions are carried out;

write clear, detailed texts related to personal and professional spheres (application, etc.);

write detailed tasks and reports related to your studies and specialty in a standard format;

prepare business and professional correspondence;

correctly write resumes, protocols, etc.;

correctly fill out forms for academic and professional purposes;

use basic communication tools to combine statements into a complete, logically complete discourse;

perform a number of speech functions and respond to them flexibly using common phrases;

be able to choose an adequate communication strategy in communicating with representatives of other
cultures;

use the language you are learning with the appropriate social meaning (style, direct way of saying, etc.);

make presentations or reports on academic issues, taking into account the audience and purpose of the
statement;

comment on tables, graphs, and diagrams;

consider different points of view;

start a discussion, summarise, and preside over the discussion;

generalise, paraphrase, and synthesise ideas from different types of texts

(articles, research projects);

fix and present research results in writing (opinion survey, topic review). (20 minutes)

Teacher asks follow-up questions: Did you have any difficulties in doing this task?

What would you change in doing the task? Do you find it necessary to use in autonomous learning? How
would you change the task? What task would you recommend doing immediately after it? (20 minutes)

Home assignment: make a video recording with any activity you’d like to share with your students as for
learning a language autonomously. You may choose one of the skills mentioned in the previous task or just share
the way you learn to speak English, or you learn how to understand a text orally/in a written form, or you learn
how to write something, or how to learn new vocabulary/grammar/phonetics/intonation, etc.

Be ready to play the recording for the next class.

Activity 3. Reflect.

Category: Learner Autonomy

Objective: students will practise reflection, students will enhance their autonomy and professional
competence.

Duration: 80 minutes

Type of activity: Research and Development

Format: in-class (pair work). It is possible to adapt the task to remote learning.

Instruction: Read the quotation and say whether you agree with the statement or do not and why.

Procedure:

A lecturer gives the quotation in any convenient way («We do not learn from experience we learn from
reflecting on experience.» John Dewey) and asks students to say whether they agree with the statement or don’t
and why. (10 minutes)

Share the video recordings of your learning

Previous class you had a home assignment to make a video recording with any activity you’d like to share
with your students as for learning a language autonomously. You had the possibility to choose whether you’d
like to share the way you learn to speak English, or you learn how to understand a text orally/in a written form,
or you learn how to write something, or how to learn new vocabulary/grammar/phonetics/intonation, etc.

Now you are going to play the recordings you have. Your task and the task for the whole group will be to
analyse the recordings, answering the questions:

What was the aim of the activity?

What materials does a learner need to fulfil the task?

Do those materials help to reach the aim?

Can you suggest other materials/tools/ways to reach the aim?

What was the most interesting point of the activity?

What was the dullest point of the activity?

Have you reached the aim of the activity?
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Have you tested the result? If yes, what method did you use to control the result?

Would you change anything in the procedure of the activity?

Students play their videos, analyse them using the questions above and share their opinions as for the
effectiveness of the presented activities.

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DEVELOPMENT OF TASKS FOR AUTONOMOUS LEARNING WITHIN
AN INTERNATIONAL PROJECT «PRE-SERVICE ENGLISH TEACHER METHODOLOGY PROGRAM

Annotation. The article is of empirical character, because it is dedicated to analysis of the
International Educational Project «Pre-Service English Teacher Methodology Program for
Pedagogical University» realization by the team of lecturers from T.H. Shevchenko National
University «Chernihiv Colehium». Among the crucial priorities/ objectives and tasks there was the
participation in the international projects, directed to the studying of actual approaches in
training of foreign languages’ teachers and description of ways of increasing autonomy in
learning the English language.

The objective of this article is elucidation of the research process of the international
projects’ role in consolidation of lecturers and scientists’ efforts, analysis of autonomy issues in
future teachers’ training and factors which facilitate its development.

Research methodology is analysis and comparison of research objects.

Scientific novelty is in the fact that it was for the first time analysed and theoretically
described the experience of creation and implementation of educational materials for autonomous
learning in the frames of the International Educational Project «Pre-Service English Teacher
Methodology Program for Pedagogical University» realization by the team of lecturers from
T.H. Shevchenko National University «Chernihiv Colehiumy.

Conclusion. In the article researchers reach the conclusion that participation in
international projects is a uniting and essential factor in the development of pedagogical and
methodological thought and it encourages the autonomy in teachers’ training, as well it may lead
to increasing the level of their professional competence formation due to development of their
responsibility for independently formulated and understood tasks, which, in its turn, will facilitate
increase in confidence and satisfaction with the results of their work. At the end of the article the
directions of further research are outlined
